SWIMMING PROGRAM

GROUP SWIMMING LESSONS
Monday through Friday « June 29th through August 21st
$100 per week (5 lessons)

This program provides small group lessons for up to six children and
allows participants to build confidence and attain skills in a safe and fun
environment. With a low instructor to student ratio, swimmers are able
to receive more individual instruction and support. Group swimming
lessons are offered for Levels 1, 2 and 3 only. Other levels are offered in
the private lesson setting.

PRIVATE SWIMMING LESSONS

One-on-one lessons are offered seven days a week (based on availability)
and are perfect for all levels and will be designed around your individual
needs and requirements. $30 per half hour.

SWIMMING LESSON CANCELLATION PoLicy

Private and Semi-private Swimming Lesson cancellations must
occur at least 24 hours in advance of the scheduled appointment.
Cancellations not received 24 hours in advance will be billed at
the full price of the lesson.

Group Swimming Lessons will be paid in full at the time of
registration. There will be no refund or credit given to any classes
that are missed by the participant.

Refunds/Credits/Make-up Dates will only be issued if the class
is cancelled due to inclement weather, pool closures or
instructor absence.

SWIM LEVEL DESCRIPTIONS

LeveL 1: INTRODUCTION TO WATER SKILLS

The purpose of this class is to help children feel comfortable in the
water. They will learn basic water safety rules, submerging their mouth,
nose and eyes underwater and picking up a submerged object. They will
also learn supported swimming on their back and front, exhaling under-
water and supported floating on their front and back.

LEVEL 2: FUNDAMENTAL AQUATIC SKILLS

The purpose of this class is to teach fundamental skills. Children are
taught to move in the water with their head submerged. They will learn
the front and back glide, treading water, bobbing in the water, the jel-
lyfish float and using a combined stroke on front and back.

LEVEL 3: STROKE DEVELOPMENT

This class builds on the skills learned in level 2. Children will perfect
their front and back crawl, kneeling or standing dive and rotary breath-
ing in a horizontal position. They also learn the survival and back float,
the butterfly kick and body motion.

LEVEL 4: STROKE IMPROVEMENT

During this class children develop confidence in strokes they have learnt
and improve other aquatic skills. They learn safe diving rules, dive from
a stride position, a survival float, back float, elementary backstroke,
breast and butterfly stroke and the front and back crawl.

LEVEL 5: STROKE REFINEMENT

This class teaches further coordination and refinement of strokes includ-
ing the breast stroke, butterfly, front and back crawl. Children also learn
survival swimming, a tuck and pike surface dive, front and backstroke
flip turn and the side stroke.

LEVEL 6: SWIMMING AND SKILL PROFICIENCY

This level refines the strokes learned in 1-5 so children swim them with
ease, efficiency, power and smoothness over greater distances. Level 6 is
designed with “menu” options. These options include: Personal Water
Safety, Fundamentals of Diving, Lifeguard Readiness and Fitness Swim-
mer to prepare children to participate in more advanced courses such as
Water Safety Instructor and Lifeguard Training.
